Widnes Food bank helps to feed local people in crisis by collecting tinned and 

dried food. If you are able to spare any items such as breakfast cereals, tinned 

fruit and veg, tinned tomatoes, rice and sponge pudding, sugar, UHT milk, fruit 

juice and tinned custard then please place then into the food bank box on 

Reception.  Thank you 

 Water bottles- You can bring in a named bottle with water in (not juice 

or flavoured water) and put it in the box above your child’s peg for 

them to have a drink whenever they choose during the session. These 

must be taken home after the session to be refilled ready for the next 

day. Please be aware that staff will empty out anything which isn’t 

water, as water is the healthiest option for your child, and anything else 

might pose a risk to another child with allergies.
